In all 

the busyness, my mind often turns to Ghana and my friends there. It was hard 

to leave, but I felt like God was telling me it was time to trust the work to 

George’s leadership. 

Since leaving Ghana, the Board has appointed me as a liaison to Ghana. I con-

tinue to work closely with the ministry team by means of email and 

WhatsApp.  

Some of you may wonder whether to continue pledges of ministry support 

made on my behalf. Although my support ends in January, I ask you to 

keep giving toward the work in Ghana. I have been encouraged as to what 

God is doing in my absence. 

Church Development 

One of the challenges that we face is helping the people to take ownership 

of their church. This past month, our church in Ducie wanted to have some 

drums, and they came to the ministry team. George was able to challenge 

them to raise money and buy their own drums. 

After only a couple months of raising money, the Ducie church was able to 

buy the drums. This is a small victory, but it is encouraging to watch the 

people start to see the church is theirs rather than looking to someone else 

for a handout. 

The ministry team, led by George, is currently planning a three-day conven-

tion that will take place over New Year’s Eve in Sogla. We are praying that 
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this will be a special time, bringing revival to our churches and our communi-

ties. We also pray that this will encourage the churches to continue to grow 

and disciple believers in the church. 

Building Healthy Leaders 

Our leadership training, Building Healthy Leaders, is going well. We continue 

to see spiritual development and growth in our students. Part of the training is 

giving them opportunities to put their learning into action. One of these expe-

riences will be during the convention. We are giving them the opportunity to 

lead part of the convention.  

George is doing an amazing job directing our leadership training. He wrote re-

cently, “Personally, I enjoy the training. I learn with them as I train, and am 

getting to know them deeply. As part of the training, I schedule one on one 

(meetings) with the participants where I sit with them to talk personally, espe-

cially (about) their struggles and where they need more help. The participants 

feel at ease in sharing with me their life experiences. I am like a brother and a 

friend to these young men, and we move along.”

God is moving in incredible ways in Ghana. I ask that you continue to pray for 

the ministry team there, that they will continue to seek God and His Will. 

They face many challenges each week, and the work is difficult. Yet, the fu-

ture is exciting when you stop and think about the different possibilities for 

the future, like new leaders, new church plants, and revival in communities 

across Upper West Ghana. This is the vision I have, but it is only possible when 

we are patient and obedient to God’s plan.

Contin-

ue to pray for me as I work with the Ghana team, that I will be able to en-

courage them and give them godly wisdom and direction.
